The ATS folks are in the process of restoring a big plate
of trilobites from there that would appear to be a world class mugaahty item. We also

took a side trip to the Dig trilobite site, because the trilobites there have the advantage of
being hard enough to polish.

By now we were approaching the weight limit on the truck, but on the way home we spent a
day around agar city, collecting at Holt Canyon (moss agates) and then up at Brian Head
(black and red agate). The Brian Head area in particular, as well as nearby Cedar Breaks is a
very scenic place.
