The DIEHARDS worked in the mine for a couple of hours and then sat outside to watch the meteor
shower. Spectacular!! After everyone had gone to bed except Thomas and his digging partner, Ellen
Moe, Clarke and I got down to the serious business of mining because we had to drive home that
night. We ended up with 2 big buckets of gemstone-quality lepidolite. We left the mine about 2 am,
did some 4-wheeling down to the main highway, got lost in heavy fog along the way, and got home
about 6:30 am Sunday morning. We had a very enjoyable experience and learned a lot. We are very
happy and are looking forward to some polishing, cabbing and carving.
