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FEDERATION DELEGATE REPORT:

Following is my report on the California Desert Coalition's first Annual Desert
Conference, '"Sharing the Desert." This was held April 6 and 7 at Ridgecrest, CA.

Congressman William Thomas (20th District), the first speaker of the day, stated
that Senator Cranston was not correct in introducing S-21 (S&L-21) since this is the
year that the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) will introduce their policy. For this
reason the House has not presented a bill regarding California Desert Conservation
Area (CDCA).

It has been estimated that the cost to implement S&L-21 (if passed) could possibly
cost the Federal Government in excess of $100 million over the next five (5) years and
this figure does not include the cost of land acquisition, possible mineral deposits
and other items.

Senator Don Rogers (16th District) spoke on the Endangered Species List. He
pointed out that once a species is placed on the "Endangered List" there are NO PRO-
VISIONS to remove that species from the list. Senator Rogers will be introducing
legislation to provide for removal of a species from the list if necessary. The
particular species discussed was the Mojave ground squirrel. He also mentioned that
if your private property is so designated the restrictions are so great that the property
is essentially worthless.

Roy Asburn, Kern County Supervisor (1lst District) discussed the new mining law
which will start out costing $20 per acre the first year and will continue to increase
thereafter.

Dr Loren Lutz, President, Protection and Care of Wildlife, pointed out negativ-
ism if S&L-21 passes, i.e., it could turn us into vegetarians due to the elimination of
grazing, mining, etc. Dr Lutz also praised the military for their very successful
wildlife programs. On this same subject, Captain Douglas Cook, Commander, China Lake
Naval Weapons Center discussed how they are successfully complying with the environ-
ment and wildlife. Dr Lutz also mentioned that in contrast to the successful military
program the National Parks wildlife programs (where nature takes it's course) is a
failure. He also gave an example of how the Protection and Care of Wildlife Group
have established '"guzzlers" in what will be Wilderness Areas and water for these
"guzzlers" must be hauled in mechanically. The "guzzlers" have been very successful.
They now have approximately 300 Big Horn Sheep as compared to 25 when they started
the program. All of this was at NO COST to the taxpayers.

Mr Trent Clark, Legislative Aide to Senator Steve Symms (R-Id) was the luncheon
speaker. His subject "The National Recreational Trails Fund Act." (S-400 and HR-1155).
This act has been introduced. The monies would come from the Highway Trust Fund to
allocate recreational fuel taxes to a program benefiting the non-highway recreation-
alist (set aside a portion of Federal gas tax revenues for multiple use trails and
facilities). It was said that neither the Wilderness Society, the Sierra Club nor
National Wildlife Federation can support legislation for this Act which would encourage
and finance the increased use of off-road vehicles on public lands.

Mr Clark Collins, Executive Director, Blue Ribbon Coalition also spoke on the
preparation of S-40 and HR-1155 regarding access for motorized recreation, conser-
vation of natural resources and cooperation with other land users and land managers.

Senator Symms (R-ID) and others have introduced S-50, "Private Property Rights
Act of 1991." Getting S-50 passed would be a large benefit in slowing or making it
more difficult to pass S&L-21. Regarding S-50, California State Assemblyman, Phil
Wyman (34th District) quoted Article 5 regarding private property and Article 1 that

private property must be paid for and recommended that S-50 be supported. Wyman
also discussed State Assembly Bill 1557 regarding the Fish and Game in providing
a mechanism to remove endangered species from the "Endangered List."

Mr Patrice Davison, Southern Field Representative, California Association of
Four Wheel Drive Clubs, Inc went through the history on the definition of roads from
1961 until the present time and there is NO real definition of a road.

Mrs Marie Brashear, World of Rockhounds Association stated that if S&L-21
passed rockhounds would loose 92% of their collecting areas due to accessibility.
The environmentalists (protectionists) are responsible for many problems, i.e.,
unemployment, homeless, housing and others.

Mr James Ridenour, U.S. Department of Interior, Bureau of Mines, reported that
minerals for all phases of life come from mines and there are 24 mines in San
Bernardino County which employ approximately 4,500 people.

The Agriculture Panel was very much in support of multiple use and property
management. The California Horseman's Association will support the defeat of S&L-21
and the National Rifle Association stated "don't compromise,” and mentioned that in
Montana private corporations have started closing down roads. NRA will support S&L-21
defeat if we do our part.

Don Fife, American Institue of Professional Geologists spoke on the fragile soils
of the California desert stating that about 70% of the California desert surface is
soft, erodible soil or regolith. A detailed study of ten heavily impacted desert
race sites in different terrains and microclimates from Inyo to Imperial counties
determined that nine out of ten cases the long term impact was apparently negligible.
These soils are subject to constant reworkingand burial from desert thunderstorms
and wind erosion particularly because of the lack of protectibe vegetative cover.

Most of General Patton's more than 38,000 armored vehicles were on continuous maneuvers
in the Eastern Mojave Desert for 3% years during World War II and only on isolated
older surfaces do tracks remain. Flash floods,blown sand and revegatation on dynamic
alluvial fans have destroyed most of the original disturbance.

Mr William P. Pendley, Chief Legal Officer, Mountain States Legal Foundation,
was a most dynamic speaker. One of his first statements was that the United States
sent people off to war rather than do off shore drilling. He also mentioned that
the Government is giving money to organizations to buy land which would then be
closed to the public. Also the Internal Revenue Service (IRS), National Parks System(NPS)
and Bureau of Land Mangement (BLM) now have the largest budgets in their entire history.
He complimented Californians for voting down "Big Green."

Founding Chairman of the California Desert Coalition (CDC) closed the session
stating that this is the 5th year that Senator Cranston has introduced such legis-
lation as S&L-21 and that the role of CDC is COMMUNICATION.

Mr Charles Cushman, Executive Director, NIA/MULTA (National Inholders Associ-
ation (NIA) Multiple Use Land Alliance (MULTA)) was the banquet speaker.

NIA is a non-profit membership association dedicated to protecting the rights
of those who live within or have an ownership interest in a federally managed area,
or are impacted by the management of Federal land. MULTA is a national coalition
formed to promote, preserve, and enhance ublic access to and use of the Nation's
publicly owned lands. Mr Cushman's speech was very enlightening.

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DESERT NEWS

S§-21 - The successor to S-11, this version of the California Desert
Protection Act includes the amendments proposed by Senator Bumpers (D-Ark)
last September. Key changes in the legislation include:

--Deletes 175,000 acres of wilderness (primarily to the east of Fort
Irwin).

-- Adds 246,000 acres of legislative Wilderness Study acres.
-- Removes any possible limitations on future military overflights.

-~ Modifies the Cady Mountains wilderness to allow a right-of-way link between the
Marine Corps Base at Twentynine Palms and the Army's Fort Irwin (tank road).

—- Makes minor modifications to seven wilderness area boundaries in response -to
concerng8 of Anza Borrego State Park, the Metropolitan Water District, Keystone
Mine claims, and utility corridors.

—- Includes new language to permit grazing to continue within BLM wilderness areas,
to prohibit buffer zones, and to reserve water rights in BLM wilderness areas (water
rights language appears similar to that in Arizona Wildermess Act).

-- Modifies the Mojave National Park map to exclude I-15 and a utility corridor.
It's not clear whether Clark Mojntain would be included in the park or not.

The House Interior and Insular Affairs Committee has reorganized its subcommittees,
including a revised General Oversight and California Desert Lands subcommittee.

All legislation concerning the use, occupancy, development, and management of
Public Lands in the California Desert Conservation Area, except for military
withdrawals, will be assigned to this subcommittee.

The Interior Department's California wilderness legislation package is still being
reviewed by the Office of Management and Budget.

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GREETINGS TO THE SEARCHERS FROM SOCORRO, NEW MEXICO:

We spent the first few days of April at Hidden Valley Ranch in Deming. The
weather finally warmed up bringing out the Bambels' Quail at the campbround. In the
morning the quail would come down out of the hills behind our camp, pass through camp
and return in the evenings, sometimes as many as 30 in a covey. Roesdrunners also
passed through on a regular basis. -

The flier from the Alpine, Texas rock show indicated 30 field trips. Thinking this
was unusual for a 3 day show I called for more information. The trips were scheduled
for a week before and a week after the show so decided to get to Alpine for the beginning
of the field trips.

Enroute to Alpine we stopped in Las Cruces to take in the Farmers Market which was
comprised of Arts and Crafts and local food products. Next stop was El Paso for a few
days. Took a tour of Juarez, Mexico which ended up more for shopping than sightseeing.
The tour of El Paso was much more informative.

Arrived at Alpine on the l4th of May and looked at the information on all of the
field trips and decided which ones to sign up for. The first one I went on was to
Terlingua, 80 miles south of Alpine. This was on Woodward Ranch property and we looked
for pom-pom agate which is clear with bellow balls of aragoriite inclusions. There was
alsc green moss and wood as well as fossils.

The next field trip was to Woodward Ranch itself to look for Texas red plume agate.
I found some but cannot tell what I have until the red oxide coating is removed.

The third trip was to an old lead mine for minerals in the tailings. Some hematite,

goethite and calcite.

The fourth trip was to 0ld Mexico. We met at Lajitas on the Rio Grande and were
taken across in a rowboat. When it got busy a second rowboat was towed behind the first
and the rower had to really work to cross the stream with 12 people aboard the boats.
Our bus for the rest of the trip turned out to be an old pick-up truck with 2 car seats
sitting in the bed. We rode over an hour to San Carlos over dirt roads. The town was
small but cleaner than a border town. Another half hour beyond San Carlos we reached the
agate beds. There was lots of material - red moss, pom-pom and quartz crystals. It
was an interesting day.

My last trip was to Marfa agate beds for bouquet agate, a clear agate with black
inclusions.

The Alpine show was only about one third the size of ours and not much in the way
of display cases.

Leaving Alpine we headed back to New Mexico and stopped briefly at El Paso and
Las Cruces and stayed several days at Truth or Consequences. Originally known as
Hot Springs, Truth or Consequences was renamed in 1950 on the Tenth Anniversary of
Ralph Edwards show "Truth or Consequences." They hold an annual celebration.

We are heading for Canyon DeChelly in Arizona and then on to Monument Valley in
Utah. We'll miss the Memorial Day extended trip but hope all you participants have
a great time and good rockhounding.
